Based upon the facts presented, there is no legal conflict that precludes DERM from soliciting sponsors, some of whom
may be presently contracting with the Department. Section 2-11 .1 (e) (2) (e) "Exceptions,” provides,

"Gifts solicited by County employees or departmental personnel on behalf of the County in the performance of their
official duties for use solely by the County in conducting its official business.”

However, the department'’s solicitation efforts must not be solely targeted to businesses contracting or seeking to contract
with DERM.

Also, please refer to RQO 01-139 which outlines certain guidelines pertaining to such gift solicitation.

In addition, | have faxed you two opinions: RQO 01-139 and RQO 98-10 {the previous DERM opinion].
